What is the system of ISU?
At the local level, ISU has eight branches: at the universities of Oslo, Bergen, Trondheim, Tromsø, and Agricultural university at Ås. We also have branches   
at the University Colleges in Oslo, Narvik and Stavanger. At the National level we have a National Coordinator and a
the University of
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     Vice-National Coordinator, who are elected by an assembly comprised of delegates from all the branches, and a National Secretary who is employed on temporary basis by ISU. On the local (Tromsø) level ISU executive board consists of 10 students who occupy the following positions: President, Vice-president, Secretary General, Treasurer, Public Relation Officer, 4 Organizing Officers, International Coordinator and Web-master. Here is some description of the positions: President: representation of ISU in the Student Board of the University of Tromsø, local authorities; acting as a chairperson at ISU executive meetings and General Assemblies; delegation of responsibilities; representation of ISU Tromsø at meetings of the National ISU. Vice-president: assist the president in all listed duties as delegated by the president; function as the President in the absence of the President. In this case the Vice-President will receive all rights and duties of the President; representation of ISU Tromsø at meetings of the National ISU. Secretary General: keep general ISU correspondence; lead the minutes of all meetings and distributing them to the Executive board; maintain an updated list of all ISU members. Treasurer: maintain and control the finances of ISU; work on fund raising activities; write comprehensive accounts and present them to the executive board; present the budget and the accounts at the General Assembly. Public Relation Officer: write articles to the student newspaper about ISU and its activities; inform the student about the news and activities in ISU through media. Web-Master: update the ISU homepage; ensure to reach as many members as possible with information via the internet; maintain an updated email list of all members. Organising Officers: co-ordinate and arrange all ISU activities; present a financial report of their activities to the Treasurer; keep ISU members aware of ISU activities. International Co-ordinator (it is a Norwegian representative): assist the Executive board in all matters with his/her special knowledge about Norway and the University of Tromsø.
